Dear TBS Members and Friends of Bamboo, 

 

Good News! The location for the 18th Annual 

Texas Bamboo Festival has been settled! 

After looking at several different venues and 

weighing all the costs and other details involved 

we have decided to hold the festival once again 

at Zilker Botanical Garden in Austin, TX.  A 

few things will be different this year because 

ALL the bamboo plants (including the auction 

plants and the plants that are donated by 

members) will be outside in a new area called 

the Oak Grove.

Texas Bamboo Society 

Activities: 
Freeze Damage Response 
 
The recent very cold and windy weather took it a 

toll on clumping bamboo all over Austin. I know 



    

mine look horrible now, and as more and more 

leaves fall off it just looks worse. I can actually 

see some of my neighborsô homes now. It got 

down to about 15F in my yard, bracketed by 

nights at 19F, which is way below the minimum 

temperature for leaf damage for the semitropical 

clumpers, and stayed cold for several days.  

 

My full sized Bambusa textilis (Weaverôs 

Bamboo and all my other varieties of textilis), B. 

oldhamii (Giant Timber Bamboo), B. cornigera, 

B. eutuldoides óViridivittataô (Asian Lemon 

Bamboo), B. pervariabilis óViridistriataô 

(Sunburst Bamboo), and Clone X have 100% 

leaf kill - a real bummer!  The Mexican 

Weeping Bamboo, Otatea acuminata ssp. 

aztecorum, was covered up, but shows 70% leaf 

kill. Even last summerôs new shoots on all of my 

B. multiplex (Hedge Bamboos, all of my 

varieties) took a good hit, and they are rated at 

12F for leaf damage.  

 

All of my running bamboos did just fine, as they 

are much more cold tolerant. Come spring, we 

will find out which culms got killed to the 

ground and which did not. That is to be expected 

for these bamboo's when it gets so cold, which 

thankfully is uncommon around here. 

 

 
 Freeze damage to B. oldhamii. 

 

The leaves are already crispy, gray and most 

have fallen off. If this sounds like your situation, 

watch the canes, and if they completely turn the 

beige color of dried bamboo, go ahead and cut 

them off at ground level - they are dead. If they 

keep their normal color, even in streaks along 

the internodes, wait until about late May or early 

June, and see where they show any green leaves 

or new growth and let those parts recover. Cut 

off anything that does not show color or growth.  

 

Remember that the underground rhizomes 

should be just fine (the ground did not freeze) 

and that is where the buds have already formed 

for new shoots this coming summer. Those new 

shoots will come up at, probably, at smaller size 

and height than last year, but will and look 

pretty by summer/fall. Of course, if you have to 

cut out dead canes, the overall look of the plants 

will be less dramatic but should return in the 

next few seasons. Stay tuned - Iôll let you know 

how mine fare.

American Bamboo Society 

Update: 
 

Bambusa Identification  Project  

 

With the endorsement of the American Bamboo 

Society, the Texas Bamboo Society, and Austin 

Community College, I am developing a system 

of identifying all of the Bambusa species and 

varieties, world wide, using only vegetative 

characteristics. The goal is for someone to be 

able to look at a mature Bambusa plant and 

determine exactly which Bambusa it is. There 

are, of course, many problems associated with 

this venture and I wonôt be finished by next 

Christmas.  

 

So far I have a short list of about 260 different 

Bambusas, depending on which experts one 

reads in a constantly changing field, and I am 

slogging through the data on those plants and 

organizing them into a usable form. I do not 

intend to solve any disputes about which 

classifications are the best, which is not my area 

of expertise. However, I will make it possible to 

identify a plant to a specific accepted name. 

 

The extensively illustrated end product may be a 

book or an interactive web site, or maybe both. 

Iôll post updates as time goes by. There is no 

funding for this project other than from me, and 

I canôt travel the world to see all the plants alive 

or as herbarium specimens. Consequently I can 

use a lot of help in terms of photos and advice, 

all of which will be credited properly in 

whatever form the finished product appears.  

 

Sure, I already have tons of information, but 

there is much more that I donôt have. Here is 

what I would welcome for correctly identified 

species, varieties, cultivars, etc. of every 

Bambusa. 

 

PHOTOS - Detailed close ups (in addition to 

pictures of the entire plant from 30 feet away) of 

specific features such as culm wall thickness, 

swollen or ridged culms, colors, waxy coverings, 

hairs, thorns, roots coming from the culm nodes, 

culm buds, leaf shapes, culm sheaths, auricles, 

inner ligules of culm sheaths, branches coming 

from the culms, number of leaves on one branch, 

the sheaths of leaves. Having a ruler or 

measuring grid in pictures is a plus. 

 

ADVICE - Many people are able to look at a 

specific type of Bambusa and just know what it 

is, because we have seen it many times, or we 

notice certain features that clue us in. Those 

clues may be hard to put into words, but if you 

are willing to share with me, I will do my best to 

translate it into something that works for other 

folks as well. Taxonomic / nomenclatural advice 

is always welcome as well.

Bamboo and Haitian Relief 

 

The World Bamboo Organization, sponsor for 

the VIII WBC last year has recently begun 

working to contribute to both the promotion and 

use of bamboo in concert with the relief efforts 

in Haiti. We are including their recent letter. 

 

Dear Friends at ABS, 

 

 Jeffree Trudeau is soon heading to Haiti to help 

with emergency relief housing.  Jeffree recently 

joined the team here at World Bamboo as 

Special Projects Director. His immediate 

mission is to develop emergency relief housing 

using bamboo for the people of Haiti.  We have 

just received the first communication from 

Jeffree's team on the ground; as we all know, it 

is a devastating scenario and it will be difficult 

for some time. What we need from the 

community at-large is help with networking to 

source adequate supplies of the materials, good 

quality bamboo, engineering expertise, and 

appropriate designs for the structures.   

 

 WBO has teamed up with Generation Bambou 

(a French NGO based in Paris), headed by 

Xavier Dufrenot. The Director of Field 

Operations, Kasra Mofarah arrived in Port au 

Prince last Tuesday night. In evaluating the 

earthquake's damage, Kasra is determining  the 



    

need for implementation of Bamboo Evolution 

Shelter Technology (BEST). This sustainable, 

economical bamboo framework creates an 

emergency structure that is fast to assemble and 

can be easily covered by any fabric like a tent, 

thus creating urgently needed temporary shelter. 

As needs evolve the structure can be moved and 

rebuilt, expanded, or covered in a harder 

material to make long-term housing, school or 

medical clinic. 

 

 Kasra has been meeting with the United 

Nations, NGOs, local authorities and bamboo 

producers in an effort to integrate bamboo 

technology into humanitarian missions. Jeffree, 

Kasra and Xavier are determining the best 

strategy to achieve the best results, studying all 

the logistics and launching this massive 

endeavor. Volunteers and donations of materials 

are already underway. 

 

 I am writing to you - as friends of World 

Bamboo - to ask you to consider a monetary 

donation to help fund this project for relief 

housing in Haiti.  I have set up a specific bank 

account in which 100% of the funds donated 

will go directly towards building temporary and 

long-term housing for Haitian residents that 

have lost their homes.  In June, we will publish a 

list of the individuals names who have benefited 

from the WBO Haiti project, and every 6 months 

for the next 2 years, we will continue to do this. 

We hope to expand the Haiti project to support 

families who own land and wish to plant 

bamboo as a source of income and to encourage 

bamboo plantation development throughout the 

island.  

 

 In advance, I very much appreciate you 

considering to donate in any amount, (US 

dollars$),  as this is an enormous task and one 

that will take many months, and years, to see 

fully through.

Jinji Willingham has been a member of the 

TBS for several years and was elected as a 

member of the TBS board in August, 2009.

Jinji remembers being impressed by bamboo 

while traveling as a child.  When she began 

studying Japanese culture about 15 years 

ago, she saw the important role bamboo 

played in Japanese gardens.  Tranquil, 

strong, beautiful and practical; bamboo 

http://www.worldbamboo.net/


    

seemed to capture the philosophy and values 

of the Japanese culture. 

 

Jinji has seen many ñexpertsò that fail to 

understand the proper use of bamboo in the 

landscape.  Most designers, developers and 

landscapers fail to understand the 

importance of selecting appropriate species, 

sites, climate and height variances when 

using bamboo.  This lack of understanding 

and foresight can cause problems in the 

future and contributes to the popular belief 

that bamboo is an undesirable plant.  She is 

currently writing a practical manual for 

using bamboo in the landscape to address 

many of the issues she has faced. 

 

 
 

She is a bamboo horticultural consultant & 

educator, landscape designer, and garden 

coach.  She serves as Bamboo Curator and 

Community-Builder at Casa de Luz, Center 

for Integral Studies, where she offers 

seminars and tours of the Bamboo Garden, 

organizes the Stewards of Casa de Luz and 

monthly Community Night.   

 

She is also the Grove Steward of the Lady 

Bird Johnson Lake Bamboo Grove (which 

Bamboo Logic adopts each year from the 

Lady Bird Lake Trail Foundation's Adopt-

A-Garden Program).   She offers free 

workshops in exchange for volunteering the 

bi-monthly Grove Grooming Workdays.   

 

Jinji enjoys speaking at home, garden, and 

"green" living/design shows, offering 

presentations and tutorials in bamboo for 

large audiences. She is available for national 

consultations for residential and commercial 

clients, landscape architects/designers, 

interior designers, green builders, realtors, 

nursery trade and homeowners/ 

neighborhood associations.   

 

Bamboo Basics:  
 

In September of last year, I attended the VIII 

World Bamboo Congress in Bangkok, Thailand.  

The amount of information shared was awe-

inspiring in both size and scope.  In the last issue 

I spoke of bamboo particles, fiber and sawdust 

and how it was being used.   In this issue I 

would like to speak on the information presented 

as to how bamboo can and may impact and 

influence the environment. 

 

Dr. Liese first addressed the issue of using 

bamboo as a plant to remove greenhouse gases 

from the air to counter global warming.  He 

began by advising the WBC members to be 

cautious when making (unsubstantiated) claims 

relating to bamboo.  He pointed out that carbon 

sequestration in bamboo has not been 

thoroughly studied.   

 

Some studies have calculated the amount of 

carbon sequestration based on the 2ï3 month 

shooting period.  While the growth during this 

time is remarkable, it is not sustained over the 

entire year and must be averaged over a 12 

month period.   Furthermore, Dr. Liese points 

out that the growth is also not a product of a 

single culmôs own photosynthesis but rather the 



    

use of carbohydrates collected and stored by 

many parent culms and rhizomes.   

 

Studies conducted over several years on bamboo 

plots in several countries have given us a good 

idea how much carbon can be sequestered over 

the long term.  The total biomass of a bamboo 

forest is between 4 t/ha/a and 50 t/ha/a with a 

considerable amount also below ground.  The 

amounts depend on many variables including 

climate, soil conditions and species.  Carbon 

accounts for approx. 45%-50% of the total dry-

weight biomass.  These numbers are comparable 

to areas planted in trees over a 50 year period.   

 

Dr. Midmore in his report to the WBC 

reaffirmed Dr. Lieseôs findings.   He found that 

during the first several years, bamboo produced 

a much greater amount of biomass than equal 

areas of newly planted hardwood forests.  

However, after about 10 years, both areas 

produced similar amounts of biomass.  During 

the second 10 year period, the hardwood forest 

produced a greater amount of biomass than did 

equal areas of bamboo.  His study suggested that 

over a 20 year period, there was no significant 

difference in the amount of biomass between the 

two groups under similar conditions. 

 

There were, however, several presentations 

discussing the advantages of using bamboo as a 

carbon sink.  Parr and Sullivan presented a paper 

that explained a new reason for bamboo to be 

considered as an appropriate plant for carbon 

sequestration.   All grasses including bamboo, 

contain high silica content.  A large part of the 

silica is in the form of phytoliths.  Phytoliths are 

ñsilicified epidermal cell structures that occlude 

carbon.ò  The carbon remains trapped in the 

phytoliths for very long periods of time and will 

accumulate in the soil.  As a grove increases, the 

biomass contains more and more phytoliths and, 

as a result, a larger amount of occluded carbon. 

 

Several other presenters outlined how bamboo 

helps the environment in other ways.  Because 

of its fast growth and multiple uses, the use of 

bamboo reduces pressure on new and existing 

forests allowing greater CO2 sequestration to 

take place.  The use of bamboo to prevent 

erosion and soil degradation also contributes to 

increased land area and plant growth.  The use 

of bamboo in products with prolonged life 

cycles (furniture, construction, panels, etc.) will 

also help increase bambooôs impact by 

prolonging the capture of atmospheric carbon. 

 

Bamboo Book Review: 
 

The Timber Press Pocket Guide to Bamboos by 

Ted Meredith Jordan is a book that many will 

find exciting and long overdue.  Published in 

late 2009, this book is one of the newest titles in 

the bamboo reference library.  Mr. Jordan begins 

with a brief introduction on bamboos with a 

particular emphasis on growing and maintaining 

live bamboos.  He next provides lists of the 

bamboo species best suited for particular 

purposes and locations.   

 

 
 

 

The vast majority of the book contains 

descriptions of more than 300 bamboo species 

and varieties.  The more than 200 photographs 

are designed to help distinguish similar species 

and varieties from each other.  Its compact, 



    

succinct descriptions make it a guide that can be 

quickly referenced while in the field.   

 

The book concludes with several sections 

devoted to learning more.  First, a list of bamboo 

sources in Canada, England, Ireland, Scotland 

and The United States with websites, numbers 

and addresses is presented.  Next, a glossary of 

botanical and bamboo-related terms is provided.  

The book then lists several helpful books on 

bamboo for additional reading.
